In addition to clinical
responsibilities, the Psychiatrist will provide supervision and clinical oversight to advanced
practice providers within the behavioral health team. Performance of these duties supports
the mission of the Kickapoo Tribal Health Center to ensure the highest quality of patient

care in an economically sound, efficient, and culturally respectful manner.

The Kickapoo Tribal Health Center is only 30 minutes east of the Oklahoma City

metropolitan area and is only 20 minutes northwest from Shawnee, Oklahoma.
